TOWNSHIP OF WOLLASTON
2021 BUDGET REPORT FOR MAY 19™, 2021 MEETING

The 2021 Draft Budget has been developed through meetings with the
Treasurer, Clerk-Administrator, Consultant, Roads/Waste/Public Areas
Supervisor and Fire Chief. We have reviewed the needs of each
department for the 2021 year.

The amount required from taxation for 2021 is $1,477,513, which is an
increase of $24,461 (1.683%) in comparison to 2020. Our total taxable
assessment is up overall only 1.056% in 2021.

Taxes are based on the assessed value of each property. The assessed
values are established from tax ratios based on the property classifications
as indicated below:

e Residential Property taxed at 1.0%

e Managed Forest Property taxed at 0.25%

e Farmland Property taxed at 0.25%

e Fully operating Commercial Property taxed at 1.1%
e VVacant Commercial Property taxed at 0.77%

e Industrial full Property taxed at 1.1292%

e Vacant Industrial taxed at 0.734%

The residential Municipal tax rate for 2021 is 0.844298 versus 0.840491 in
2020 which is a slight increase of 0.452%. With the 2021 County and
School Board Levies added this would result in an overall residential tax
rate of 1.294617 for 2021 in comparison to 1.284531 for 2020, which is an
increase of approximately 0.785%. This would see an increase of $10.90
per $100,000 of assessed residential in 2021.

The full commercial Municipal tax rate for 2021 is 0.928728 versus
0.924540 in 2020, which is a slight increase of 0.453%. With the 2021
County and School Board Levies added this would result in an overall
commercial tax rate of 2.135779 for 2021 in comparison to 2.189635 for
